Activities Report:  Greg Wood reported that we had a 
large turnout for the Frostbite Trip to Enid.  He said that 
everything went well.  Richard Crump gave us a tour of 
all the pre-war cars.  Greg especially liked the Packard. 
Greg said that he hopes the club will return to 
Groendike’s to see his selection of cars dating in the 50’s 
and 60’s.   
Greg also reported that on March 27th, Max and Linda 
would lead us on the Chicken Run. 
 
Regional Update:  Jeannie gave an update on the 
Regional.  She said that there are 3 divisions.  Lonny and 
Kay are doing the Registration, Mary Jo and Dave are 
doing all things produced, and John is doing all of the 
events.
